(Gerund, eating ice cream is a 
noun)

Mike is an eating machine. (Participle, eatingis an adjective 
describing the noun machine)

Remember that a participle is a verbal that acts as an 
adjective in the sentence.  A participle in a sentence that 
does not modify a noun or pronoun is called a dangling 
participle.  

! To fix a dangling participle, add the noun for it to modify.

Example:
Speeding through the tunnel, the station came into view.
The station was not speeding through the tunnel.
Correction:  Speeding through the tunnel, the train approached

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THE APPOSITIVE
• The Appositive serves to clarify or identify a noun in the 

sentence, without describing it. 

• A noun/pronoun that renames another noun/pronoun 
separated by commas.

Example:

The teacher, Mr. Brown, is a favorite at the high school.

The appositive, Mr. Brown, identifies which teacher. 

Mr. Brown, the teacher, is a favorite at the high school.

The appositive, the teacher, clarifies who Mr. Brown is. 
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
